Application Methods

Knapsack and Gun application: Use conventional application equipment capable of achieving complete coverage of target
plants. Use sufficient pressure to penetrate the weed mass so that spray reaches substrate below.

Boom spraying: Apply Weed Weapon Natural Power at rate of 70 - 100 L/ha (using a dilution of 10 L of concentrate per 100 L
of water, i.e. 500 - 1000 L water/ha) with course fan nozzles. Boom height should be set so a double overlap of nozzle pattern
is achieved at the top of the target plants. Ensure that the coverage penetrates through the canopy of the plant.

For Best Results
